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Basic Lesson: Nuqtah (Dots)

Instruction:

» This lesson is going to deal with the position of the Dots
(Nugtah).
Place the finger close to the dot and tell the Children, this is
called a ‘Nuqtah’,
Almost half of the Arabic alphabet letters have Nuqtah.

Nugqtah can be one, or two or three, and they can appear on the
top, or bottom, or in the middle of the letters.

The changing position of the Nuqtah makes a big difference to
the pronunciation of the letters.

For the purpose of explanation, Nugtah’s are used here with
lines instead of letters.
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Lesson 1. Single Letters

Instruction:

» Single letters are called ‘Mufrad’, which always stand alone.

» The letters of the Arabic Alphabet are known as Hurooful Hija
(slangll Oy ).
There are 29 letters in the Arabic alphabet.
Each letter deserves to be pronounced with a special sound.
They must be proncunced in Arabic e.g. B, T4’, H4’, R&".
Never utter them in Urdu or Persian e.g. Bé, Té, Hé, Ré.

> Teach the children the correct recognition & pronunciation.
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Lesson 2. Attached Letters

Instruction:

> Joining two or more letters together is known as ‘Murakkab’.

» Students must be taught to identify the Arabic Alphabet when
the letters are joined. The shape, structure and pronunciation of
the letters are changed.

» The appearance of a letter changes from a single alphabet to
the joint form.
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Lesson 3. Harakat (Short Vowels)

Instruction:

> The Fathah —, the Kasrah __ and the Dhammah __ are called
Harakat (Short Vowels).

» The letter which carries a Harakah on it, is called a
‘Mutaharrik’.
The Fathah and the Dhammah appear above the letter,
whereas the Kasrah appears below the letter.
The Fat’hah expresses an upward movement like the ‘A’ sound.
The Kasrah shows downward movement like the ‘1"’ sound.
The Dhammah shows forward movement like the ‘U’ sound.
Students are urged to pronounce the Harakat swiftly, without |
any stretch, pull or jerk; or else it becomes a Madd.
